Effective August 2008 

Effective immediately, The 
AKC will appr ove bylaw provi-
sions which permit the boards 
of directors of local clubs to 
hold board meetings via tele-

conference or videoconference. 
We have yet to see any prohibi-
tion on holding board meetings 
via these vehicles, but clubs 
should check their state laws. 

We have previously permitted 
parent clubs board of directors 
to conduct meetings via tele-
conference and videoconfer-
ence primarily due to the fact 
that parent club officers and 
dir ectors are situated in differ-
ent parts of the country.

Your 
application will be reviewed by the committee and recommendations will be made to the GDCA Board of Directors and the 
GDCA Charitable Trust.  The amount of the award is to be      determined by your Grade Point Average (GPA).
